Neote: I a THME99900 assembly
lanqgquage program had been previously stored, it will not be lost by selecting
the RE-INITIALIZE option from the selection screen.

When vou choose this option, the screen goes blank momentarily, and then the
selection screen reappears.

If the message MEMORY ALREADY INITIALIZED, HIT "PROCTD" TOQ CONFIRM is
displaved, pressing PROC'D will remove any TMSP900 assembly language programs
from the Random Access Memory. PROC’D clears all existing assembly language
program refrences from the memory and prepares the memory for leading new
nrograms. Note: A new assembly language program may be added to memory with
pther assembly language programs if memory space is large enough, i1+ not press
FROC’D to erase the old programs and then locad the new program.

If vou do not want to press FROC'D, press any other key to return to the
selection list without affecting any assembly language programs resident in the
Mini Memorv.

Load the L.ine-By-Line Assembler cassette into the
Mini Memory. Type in NEWN for program name. BMow type 1in the
following statements:
